THE SIMPLE SECRET TO A GREAT NEW YEAR 
But seek first His kingdom and His righteousness; and all these things shall be add-
ed to you.          Matthew 6:33 

By now you should be finished with putting together toys for the kids or an IKEA pro-
jects for your spouse. None of it is simple. Often times we lose our minds trying to 
figure out what the pictures stand for and which screw, bolt or nut goes where. Fortu-
nately there is always a YouTube video which gives you a visual and breaks it down 
easily. We all love simple. 
When it comes to the new year and having a simple spiritual plan, it’s not hard. To 
experience a great year, just do what Jesus said, “Seek first His kingdom and His 
righteousness; and all these things [the things you and I worry about] shall be added 
to you” (Matthew 6:33).  If you will seek Him first, He promises to meet all your 
needs. 

WHAT DOES IT MEAN TO SEEK HIM FIRST?
